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PROMOTING THINKING DURING PLAY
engaging with children

Help children to think deeper about the topics you're exploring by engaging with them during play! Use open-ended
questions to challenge and develop children’s thoughts and ideas about what they're learning. You could ask children:
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© Do you remember what order Stick Man went on his adventure, can we try to retell his adventure?
© How would you feel if you were apart from your family? How can we show others how much we care about them?
© What adventures have you been on? Can we make a playspace about it? What kind of things can we use?

© Can you tell me about your home? What do you love about your home?
